ÅA national decision was made to remove national 
curriculum levels from September 2015. 
ÅSchools have the freedom to develop their own 

approach to in-school assessment. 
ÅChildren are still be given a standardised test at Key 

stage 1 and 2, which benchmarks their attainment 
nationally. This is reported as a scaled score.



ÅPupils receive a score between 80 and 120.

ÅA child awarded a scaled score of less than 100 is judged to have not yet met the 
national standard and performed below expectation for their age. 

ÅSince July 2016 for the first publication of test results, each pupil now receives:
A raw score (number of raw marks awarded).
A scaled score in each tested subject.
Confirmation of whether or not they attained the national standard.

ÅThe progress score shows how much progress a pupil has made between the end of 
key stage 1 (year  2) and the end of key stage 2  when compared with pupils across 
England who got similar results at the end of key stage 1.

ÅA score above zero means a pupil has made more progress than other pupils across the 
country who got similar results at key stage 1.

ÅA score below zero means a pupil has made less progress than other pupils across the 
country who got similar results at key stage 1. 



Key Stage 2 SATs take place nationally in the week commencing 14th May 2018
Statutory tests will be administered in the following subjects:

Monday
Punctuation, Vocabulary and Grammar- Short answer questions (45 minutes)
Spelling (approximately 15 minutes)
Tuesday
Reading - Complete a reading booklet (60 minutes)
Wednesday
Mathematics - Paper 1: Arithmetic (30 minutes), Paper 2: Reasoning (40 minutes)
Thursday
Paper 3: Reasoning (40 minutes.

All tests are externally marked.



Å In addition to the tests sat in May pupils will also receive a teacher assessment in the 
following:

Reading
Writing
Maths
Science

ÅIn reading, maths and science the assessment will report whether the pupil is working 
at the expected standardor has not met the standard.

ÅIn the case of writing a pupil will be judged to be either working towards the expected 
standard; working at the expected standard; or working at greater depth at the 
expected standard.

Information for Parents



ÅThe Reading Test consists of a single test paper with three unrelated reading texts.

ÅChildren are given 60 minutes in total, which includes reading the texts and answering 
the questions.

ÅA total of 50 marks are available.

ÅSome questions are multiple choice or selected response, others require short answers 
and some require an extended response or explanation.



The most crucial aspects of reading at the end of Key Stage 2 are:-

Â Accuracy (decoding familiar and unfamiliar words correctly)

Â Fluency (speed and confidence)

Â Comprehension (drawing meaning from text)

Å Understanding, describing, selecting or retrieving information, events or 
ideas from texts and using quotation and reference to text.

Å Deducing, inferring or interpreting information, events or ideas from texts.
Å Identifying and commenting on the structure and organization of texts, 

including grammatical and presentational features at text level.

ÅA Spelling test is administered containing 20 words, lasting approximately 
15 minutes.

ÅA separate test is given on Punctuation, Vocabulary and Grammar

ÅThis test lasts for 45 minutes and requires short answer questions, 
including some multiple choice.

ÅMarks for these two tests are added together to give a total for Spelling, 
Punctuation and Grammar.
